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The Court today appropriately puts 1o rest a soriously misguided view that pain inflicted
by an excessive usc of foree is actionable under the Eighth Amendinent only when
coupled with "significant injury," e.g., injury that reguires medical attention or leaves
permanent marks.

... I otherwise join the Court's solid opinion and judgment that the Eighth Amendment
does not requirc a showing of "significant injury” in the excessive-force context.
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
