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Parties to the conflict shall record as soon as
possible, 1in respect of each wounded, sick or dead
person of the adverse Party fall ing into their hands,
any particulars which may assist in his identifi cation.

They (parties to the conflict] shall likewise
collect and forward through the same bureau onc half of
a double identity disc, monoey and in gencral all
articles of an intrinsic or sentimental value, which

are found on the dead.
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Partiec to the conflict shall ensure that hurial
or cremation of the dead, carried out individually as
far ae circumstances permit, is preceded hy a careful
cxamination, if pogeible by a medical examination, of
the bodies with a view to confirming death,

establishing identity and cnabling a report to be madc.

The next thing to be done is to examine the papers
found in the clothing ¢of the dead man, in order to
establish his identity with as much certainty as
possible. In the absence of papers recourse must be
had to other methods which will make it possible for
the adverse Party itself to establish his identity,
0.g. measurements and description of the body and its
rhysical fcatures, examination of the tecth,
{ingerprints, photographs, etc.
The paragraph goes on to say that, when identity
has been established, "a report is to be made”™. This
means a minute mentiocning not only the identity papers
found on the body and the information contained in
them, but also the possegsions which the deceased
carried on his person, together with a statement of the
date of death or, where the date is only presumed, the
reasons for Lhis presumption.
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
